KING JOASH’S RESPONSES 
 

FIRST “GRENADE”

The only son 
left was Ahaziah, my father. 
 
THIRD “GRENADE” 
 
Yes. When my grandfather died, my father was made king. Now 
remember, my grandmother Athaliah was still alive. She was wicked 
and led my father to sin. He did what the LORD considered evil. My 
father’s wicked ways led to his death.  
 
Now my grandmother Athaliah saw this as her chance to rule Judah 
and become queen. She began killing all the royal descendants that 
might be crowned king. Since I am a descendant of David who was to 
rule the kingdom, I was in danger. But because I was just a baby, I 
was too young to know this.  
 
HIDDEN CROWN 
 
My aunt hid me in the temple to keep me alive. She had my uncle, who was 
a priest, take care of me. His name was Jehoiada. When I was seven years 
old, Jehoiada decided the time was right to crown me the rightful King of 
Judah. But, it was still dangerous because my grandmother was queen and 
didn’t know I was alive.

Because my grandmother was still alive, it was very dangerous to crown 
me king. Jehoiada had guards armed with swords surround me in the 
temple.

The guards took her out of the temple, arrested her and 
killed her. 
 
HAMMER 
 
I wanted to fix and repair the Lord’s temple. It had been a long time since 
anyone took care of it. My evil grandmother had taken out many beautiful 
decorations and holy things and put them in the temple of her idol. We 
repaired the Lord’s temple and even made new decorations of gold and 
silver. Now we were able to bring offerings to the Lord in his temple again. 
 
STONE 
 
My good and godly uncle Jehoiada died of old age. While he lived, I 
did what the LORD considered right. But after he died, the idol 
worshipers became my friends. I started to listen to their advice. 
They caused me to forget God and do wrong. 
 
God sent a prophet named Zechariah to bring me back to him and 
change my ways. I didn’t listen to his warnings and even had the 
prophet Zechariah stoned. I didn’t want to listen to him tell me I was 
wrong.

Since I was not 
old enough to rule the land when I was eight, the high priest Hilkiah 
took charge until I turned sixteen years old. During this time, I 
sought the Lord and did what was right.

I knew it was wrong to worship false idols. So, one of the first things 
I did was remove the false idols and destroy all the places of idol 
worship. I smashed the idols until they were just powder. I also 
burned the bones of the priests on their own altars.

Jeremiah’s Responses 
YOKE:

The Lord told me to take a pot from the potter’s 
house and break it. I did and told the people how they, too, would be 
smashed and scattered if they did not repent. 
 
SCROLLS: 
The Lord told me to write down on a scroll all the messages that had been 
given to me. I called a man named Baruch to write it down. I did not stop 
there, though. I sent Baruch to the temple to read it since I was not allowed 
because people did not like my messages. Baruch went and one of the 
priest’s sons heard the messages and thought the princes should know 
about it. The princes heard it and believed God’s message.  
 
The princes took the message to King Jehoiakim. I had to hide during this. 
When the king heard it, he cut up the scrolls and threw them in the fire! 
Baruch and I worked very hard and we made another one. This time it 
included what King Jehoiakim had done. 
 
ROPES: 
Finally, the enemies came to capture Judah. The king sent for me from 
prison where I had been put for all my preaching. I told King Zedekiah the 
truth, that the people would be captured by Babylon. The king was pleased 
with me telling the truth so he let me out of prison.  
 
I continued to preach and some people became so angry with me that they 
threw me into a well. A man named Ebedmalech told the king what the 
people had done, so King Zedekiah told him to rescue me. He dropped 
ropes with cloths to pull me out of the well. I was treated better in the 
prison, but not allowed to talk to anyone.

I was so burdened 
because I kept telling the people to repent, but they didn’t listen. So all the 
people of Judah were captured by Babylon.
